A motion was made and seconded to accept the Treasurer’s Report. Motion carried.

Election of Officers: Ballots were handed out for officers and directors at large.

Committee Reports: 


Grant committee: Justine White-Richards. Justine reminded everyone that they needed to report the time and mileage for the meeting to satisfy grant commitments. She then went into a broad description of the grant and how it works. Onterra will be making an aquatic plant survey, checking water quality three times this year, collecting a history of the lake fish, mapping the watershed as part of a comprehensive study of the 21 lakes named in the grant. This includes our lake.

Surveys will be sent to all lake frontage owners to be filled out and returned as part of the data collection.

Onterra will also have copies of all previous studies, and will provide a Lake Management Plan

The data base for the project is about 300 people.


Aerator report: Bob Hodkiewicz. The aerator has been in use since 1993. 

Last winter there were minor problems with oil leakage and back pressure. He checked the lines and found no blockage. The pump was then sent to the manufacturer to be checked out and repaired if needed.


Water Quality: Roger Johnston. Roger said that he was out at a depth of 19 feet on July 27. SECCI reading was 3.5 feet. Lake temperatures were:

Reports were passed around showing the trophic state of the lake, the chlorophyll and phosphorous amount, aquatic plants and color of the lake.

Wayne Reinhart thought that the SECCI disk reading was too low compared to the readings he used to get.


Fish Committee: Tom Cerull: Tom referred to the DNR report following the lake shocking last October. He said there were plenty of crappies and bass in the lake, but few walleye. The DNR will stock walleye fry again in 2010, and if they don’t do well, will discontinue stocking. It is possible to increase the number of walleye in the lake by stocking with larger 6-7 inch fingerlings, but at our cost. It was decided to wait until after the last stocking and shocking and also the Onterra report before we take any action.

Muskies and Northerns are in the lake, but did not show up in the shocking.

Ed Kroggel suggested that we throw the small crappies back because there seems to be fewer of the big ones, but keep the smaller bluegills and perch. 

It was suggested that we try to get a size limit implemented on the crappies.


Weed and Algae Committee: Gail Anderson. Gail reported that she participated in an aquatic plant collection and identification class. The plants collected were being dried and then will be laminated for future use. Onterra will be doing most of the work this year, but prep work is ongoing.

Social Committee: Mimi Johnston. Mimi reminded us all to participate in the raffles and stay for the door prizes: Ballots were collected and results are as follows:
